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To Our Holy Trinity St Stephens Family : 

 With the lifting of COVID -19 restrictions by 

the Ontario government and a few changes to our 

church guidelines from the bishopõs office last week, we wanted to send this 

letter so that all are informed of how we will be gathering in our church moving 

forward.  

 Firstly, thank you for your patience and faithful stewardship.  Our life as 

a faith community these past two years has been a whirlwind to say the least 

and we are ever grateful for all who have supported our life together with their 

gifts of prayer, time, financial contributions, and love of neighbor.  

 As of Sunday April 10 (Palm Sunday) the following changes will take 

place in the churc h.  

1. Capacity limits will be lifted at both 9am and 11am worship services.  

Reservations will no longer be required.  This means that you may be 

sitting next to someone that is not in your household.  If you feel the need 

to be physically distanced, please attend 9am  worship as the attendance 

is generally smaller and you will be able to find a place 6ft way from 

others.  

 

2. As of March 20 th , the chalice/common cup was reintroduced  to the Holy 

Communion service.  Receiving from the chalice is completely optional .  

Receiving only the bread, or coming forward for a blessing is considered 

full participation in the holy meal.  

Things that do not change : 

 Facemasks  for those over the age of 2 continue to be required  during 

worship services.  

Food cannot be served indo ors (i.e., parish dinners, rental groups having 

meals).  If weather permits, we will plan a coffee hour where we can meet 

outside.  

We hope this information is helpful as we move forward.  Please know we are 

available to answer any questions and hear your c oncerns.  As we, with Jesus, 

turn toward the cross, may we worship together this Lenten season and 

celebrate with joy the resurrection.
